1. Do not use the device withwethands.

2.Do not pourwater orany otherliquid on device.

3.Do notplace / use the device on or near flammable material and sources of heat.

4. Do not place / use the device near places with very high or very low temperatures (above 45°C or
below 0°C).

5. Avoid listening music at high volume for prolonged period. Danger of damaging your hearing.

CHARGING

Fully charge the headphones following the below steps before first use:

1. Connect the charging cable to the micro-USB charging port of the headphones. The charging cable
canbe connectedto either a charger or computer with a USB port.

2. Ledlightindicator of the headphone will turnred, which means the headphones are charging. When
headphones are fully charger, LED light indicator will turn off.

3.Disconnect the headphones from the power supply.

i NOTE:
1. CAUTION: Do not use headphones while charging.
2.The headphones need about 2 to 3 hoursin order to be fully charged.

USING THE DEVICE

TURNING ON AND PAIRING

1. Press the (4) key for 4 seconds until the LED indicator light will start flashing red and blue alternately.
2.Turn on the Bluetooth function on your device.

3. Navigate to the Bluetooth menu through your device's seftings and search “NOD Playlist” device
inside the list of available devices.

4. Select "NOD Playlist” from the Bluetooth connection list in order to pair the headphones with your
device. Enterthe code “0000" ifitis needed.

5. When pairing between your headphones and your device is completed, the LED indicator light will
start flashing with blue color.

AUTOMATIC RECONNECTION

Once headphones have been paired, pairing is stored in memory. The next time that your headphones
are within the effective connection range (maximum distance: 10 meters in open space) with your
device (Bluetooth must be enabled), will automatically connect without requiring any additional
action.

PHONE CALL MANAGEMENT

If youreceive a phone call while using the headphones, follow the below steps:
1. Answer a call by pressing the key (3) once. Press again to end the call.
2.Reject a callby pressing and holding the (3) key for 2 seconds.

LISTENING MUSIC

1.Press the (4) key once to start playing the song. Press again to pause the song.
2.Pressthe (1) key once to play the next song.

3.Press the (2) key once fo play the previous song.

4.Pressand hold the (1) key toincrease the volume.

5.Pressand hold the (2) key to decrease the volume.

FM MODE

1.Short press the (3) key to activate the FM function.

2.Pressthe (4) key to start the scanning and memorizing of the available radio statfions.

3. Pressand hold the (1) key in order fo increase the volume. As soon as the volume reaches its maximum
level, anoftification sound will alert you regarding the risk of hearing loss due to very loud sound.

4. Press and hold the (2) key to decrease the volume.

1 NOTE: To switch from one mode to another (e.g. from FM mode to Bluetooth mode), quick press the



(3) key once untilyoureach the desired mode.

WIRED HEADPHONES USE
Connect the ¢3.5mm audio cable to the headphone jack (8) in order to hear audio from an external
audio source.

INOTE:

1.FM / MP3 and Bluetooth functions are not available during wired headset operation.

2. During the wired operation of the headset, headset volume cannot be adjusted from the
headphone keys.

3. During wired operation of the headset, you cannot use the headset microphone for phone calls. Only
sound can be heard through headphones.

SD CARD MODE

1. When the Bluetooth function is enabled, insert the SD card into the SD card slot (6). Once the SD card
isinserted, the headset will start playing the songs stored inside the card.

2.Pressthe (1) key once to play the next song.

3. Press the (2) key once fo play the previous song.

4.Pressand hold the (1) key in order fo increase the volume. As soon as the volume reaches its maximum
level, anoftification sound will alert you regarding the risk of hearing loss due to very loud sound.
5.Pressand hold the (2) key to decrease the volume.

CLEANING

1. Always turn off the device before cleaningiit.

1. Clean the device housing with a damp cloth.

2.Do not use anything abrasive that can scratch ordamage the device.
3. Do not use a wire brush or other abrasive utensils for cleaning.

STORAGE

1.Keep the device away from high temperature, dust and humidity.
